The purpose of this measure is to promote the expansion and
development of the State’s agricultural industry by:

(1) Establishing the IC-12 Agriculture Workforce Development
Pipeline Initiative Program (Program) in the Department
of Labor and Industrial Relations to conduct training
sessions in agricultural self-sufficiency for teachers
and school administrators on the islands of Oahu,
Hawaii, Maui, Molokai, Lanai, and Kauai; and

(2) Making an appropriation for the Program.

The University of Hawaii System, Land Use Research Foundation
of Hawaii, and Hawaii Farm Bureau provided testimony in support of
this measure.
