The purpose of this measure is to convene a task force to
identify the ten most vital marine species to Hawaii’s reef
ecosystems that would be vulnerable to extinction if the take
level of those species increases and to assist the Department of
Land and Natural Resources in determining possible actions to
preserve those species.

Ho’omana Pono, LLC submitted testimony in support of this
measure. The Department of Land and Natural Resources, Hawaii Goes
Fishing, and four individuals submitted testimony in opposition.
The Office of Hawaiian Affairs and Pet Industry Joint Advisory
Council submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to December 24, 2088, to encourage further
discussion.

Committee on Ocean, Marine Resources, & Hawaiian Affairs that is
attached to this report, your Committee is in accord with the
intent and purpose of H.B. No. 2025, as amended herein, and
recommends that it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto
as H.B. No. 2025, H.D. 1, and be referred to your Committee on
Finance.
