The purpose of this measure is to ensure and enhance the
continued availability and operation of dams and reservoirs in the
State by establishing a Dam and Reservoir Working Group.

The Department of Agriculture; Hawalil Farm Bureau; Hawaii
Crop Improvement Assoclation; Hawaiil Cattlemen's Council, Inc.;
MauiGrown Coffee, Inc.; Maui County Farm Bureau; Alexander &
Baldwin, Inc.; Land Use Research Foundation; and some individuals
provided testimony in support of this measure. The Department of
Land and Natural Resources testified in opposition. The Chamber
of Commerce Hawaiil submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Adding examination of the role of dams and reservoirs in
drought mitigation to the working group's duties;

(2) Adding an appropriation to fund the working group;

(3) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2050, to
encourage further discussion; and
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(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Water & Land that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2054, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2054, H.D. 1, and
be referred to your Committee on Finance.
