Your Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce, to which
was referred H.B. No. 2077, H.D. 1, entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO HYDROELECTRIC POWER,"
begs leave to report as follows:
The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Authorize construction of small hydropower facilities as
defined by the United States Department of Energy in a
manner that combines clean energy infrastructure and
irrigation for agricultural lands;

(2) Requirxe the approval of the Commission on Water Resource
Management if the hydroelectric generating capacity of a
hydroelectric facility is over 500 kilowatts; and

(3) Clarify that hydroelectric facilities shall not be
required to be an accessory to agricultural land for
agricultural use only.

The Department of Land and Natural Resources, Blue Planet
Foundation, Ulupono Initiative, and Hawaii Farm Bureau Federation
testified in support of this measure. The Department of
Agriculture and Department of the Attorney General provided
comments on this measure.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Specifying that the hydroelectric facility shall only
wheel to non-contiguous sites that have bona fide
agricultural activities;

(2) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2112, to
encourage further discussion; and

(3) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2077, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and
recommends that it pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto
as H.B. No. 2077, H.D. 2.
