“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO PUBLIC SAFETY,”

The purpose of this measure is to clarify the authority of
the Hawaii Community Development Authority to prohibit or restrict
the stopping, standing, or parking of vehicles on sidewalks
fronting private streets in the Kakaako Community Development
District.

The Department of Transportation Services of the City and
County of Honolulu and several individuals testified in support of
this measure. Macdonald and Porter, Inc. provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to July 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.

2092, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2092, H.D. 1, and
be referred to your Committee on Judiciary.
