The purpose of this measure is to protect public health by:

(1) Appropriating funds to the Department of Health
(Department) to establish five full-time positions and
to contract with consultants to monitor the United
States Navy's and the United States Defense Logistics
Agency's compliance with the Administrative Order on
Consent requiring evaluation and mitigation of
environmental damage caused by leaks of fuel at the Red
Hill Fuel Storage Facility;

(2) Requiring the Department to seek reimbursement from the
United States Navy and the United States Defense
Logistics Agency for funds appropriated for personnel
and consultants; -

(3) Appropriating funds for the siting and installation of
two monitor wells to test the condition of the
groundwater aquifer underneath and surrounding the Red
Hill Bulk Fuel Storage Facility; and

(4) Requiring the Department to submit annual reports to the
Legislature on the status of the Navy and the Defense
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Logistics Agency's compliance with the Administrative
Order on Conaent,

The Board of Water Supply and Siexra Club of Hawali testified
in support of this measure. The Department of Health and Navy
Region Hawaii provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1} Inserting an unspecified number for the positions to be
established; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
