(2) Create a presumption that the termination of parental
rights is in the best interest of the child if the child
was conceived as a result of rape or sexual assault,

The Department of the Attorney General, Hawaii State
Commission on the Status of Women, Sex Abuse Treatment Center,
Hawail Women's Coalition, American Association of University Women
in Hawaii, Hawaii State Coalition Against Domestic Violence, and
Planned Parenthood Votes Northwest and Hawaii supported this
measure.
