Your Committee on Health, to which was referred H.B. No. 2332
entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE JOINT FORNULARY ADVISORY
COMMITTEE,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to repeal the Joint Formulary
Advisory Committee established under section 457-8.6, Hawaii
Revised Statutes, thereby granting the Board of Nursing sole
authority to determine the exclusionary formulary for qualified
advanced practice registered nurses who are granted prescriptive
authority.

The Board of Nursing, University of Hawaii at Manoa School of
Nursing and Dental Hygiene, Hawaii Association of Professional
Nurses, Hawai’i State Center for Nursing, Hawai’i Pacific Health,
AONE Hawaii, and several individuals testified in support of this
measure.
