The purpose of this measure is to expedite the disciplinary
process of the Hawaili Medical Board by authorizing the Hawaii
Medical Board, upon receipt of evidence of license revocation or
suspension or other disciplinary action against a Hawall licensee
by another state or federal agency, to issue an order imposing the
same disciplinary action upen the licensee under certain
conditions.

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
