Designating the Cbmmunity/Project Development Director
and Policy Directoxr positions in the Department of Human
Services, the terms of which currently coincide with the
tenure of the Director of Human Services, as permanently
exempt from the civil service requirements of chapter
76, Hawaii Revised Statutes; and

Permanently exempting positions in the Hawaii State
Energy Office, which were previously exempted by Act 73,
Session Laws of Hawaii 2010, in an effort to maintain
the appropriate staffing quality needed to meet the
growing requirements of the State's progressive
renewable energy policy.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
