Your Committee on Labor & Public Employment, to which was
referred H.B. No. 2361 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT MAKING AN APPROPRIATION FOR THE PREMIUN
SUPPLEMENTATION TRUST FUND,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to make an appropriation to
replenish funds in the Premium Supplementation Trust Fund to cover
the costs of health care expenses for eligible employees and for
premium supplementation for employers that are entitled to premium
supplementation under the Prepaid Health Care Act.

The Department of Labor and Industrial Relations and Chamber
of Commerce Hawaii supported this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
appropriation to an unspecified amount. Technical nonsubstantive
amendments were also made for clarity, consistency, and style.

Should the Committee on Finance further deliberate on this
measure, your Committee respectfully requests inserting an
appropriation amount of $500,000.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
H.B. No. 2361, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
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Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2361, H.D.
1, and be referred to your Committee on Finance.
