Your Committee on Education, to which was referred H.B. No.
2431 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO ETHICS,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to continue to allow students
to participate in valuable, enriching educational trips by
exempting teachers employed by the Department of Education or a
public charter school who are involved in educational trips from
certain provisions of the State Ethics Code.

The Department of Education, Hawaii State Teachers
Association, IMUAlliance, and numerous concerned individuals
supported this measure. The Hawaii State Ethics Commission
opposed the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by expanding the
exemption to include teachers, counselors, administrators,
coaches, or other employees employed by the Department of
Education or a public charter school who are involved in
educational trips.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Education that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2431, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2431, H.D. 1, and
be referred to your Committee on Judiciary.
