(4) Clarifying that DAGS must support the committee with
funds appropriated for that purpose;
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(5) Clarifying that each expending agency will bear its own
costs in reporting to the committee;

(6) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2030, to
encourage further discussion; and

(7) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposgses of clarity, consistency, and style.
