training for dislocated workers. '

The Department of Labor and Industrial Relations; Mayor of
Maui County; a Maui County Councilmember; County of Maui
Department of Management; County of Maui Office of Economic
Development; Hawaii State AFL-CIQO; Hawaii Farm Bureau; Hawai‘i
Construction Alliance; Alexander & Baldwin, Inc.; United Public
Workers, AFSCME, Local 646, AFL-CIO; Maui County Farm Bureau;
Hawaii Government Emplovees Association, AFSCME Local 152, AFL-
CIO; ILWU Local 142; Maui Chamber of Commerce; and several
concerned individuals testified in support of this measure.
