(1) Deleting provisions making an appropriation to site and
install two monitor wells to test the condition of the
groundwater aguifer underneath and surrounding the Red
Hill Bulk Fuel Storage Facility on Oahu; and

(2} Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
