(1) Removing the Chairperson of the Public Utilities
Commission from the working group and adding the
Director of the Department of Planning and Permitting of
the City and County of Honolulu;

(2) Adding the Local 1186 IBEW to the list of members that
shall be invited to serve as members of the working
group;

(3) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2112, to
encourage further discussion; and
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(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

Your Committee respectfully requests that your Committee on
Finance further examine the issue of appropriating funds for the
establishment and operation of the working group.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2650, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No.
