The purpose of this measure is to establish a Native Hawaiian
Housing Task Force, administratively attached to the Office of
Hawaiian Affairs, to identify duplicative housing-related services
among state agencies that serve Native Hawaiians to improve
efficiency in the delivery of those services.

The Department of
HawaiianHome Lands, Office of Hawaiian Affairs, and an individual
opposed this measure. The Department of Human Services and
Department of the Attorney General provided comments.
