plate.

The Department of Transportation and Disability and
Communication Access Board submitted comments on this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by having the House
of Representatives of the Regular Session of 2020 act upon this
measure to encourage further discussion.

Committee on Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, &
Culture and the Arts that is attached to this report, your
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.C.R. No. 73, as
amended herein, and recommends that it be referred to your
Committee on Transportation in the form attached hereto as H.C.R.
