The purpose of this measure is to lessen the stigma
associated with post-traumatic stress by designating June 27,
2016, as “Post-Traumatic Stress Awareness Day” to encourage all
public, private, and military service providers to continue
educating service members and veterans and their families, victims
of abuse, crimes, and natural disasters, and the general public
about causes, symptoms, and treatment for post-traumatic stress
injuries.

The Office of Veterans’ Services supported this measure. The
Department of Defense supported the intent of this measure.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, &
Culture and the Arts that is attached to this report, your
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.R. No. 82 and
recommends its adoption.
