The purpose of this measure is to expand access to
prescription contraceptives by requiring health insurers,
including health benefits plans under the Employer-Union Health
Benefits Trust Fund and Medicaid managed care programs, to cover
reimbursement to a prescribing health care provider or dispensing
entity for contraceptive supplies that are intended to last for up
to a 12-month period for an insured.

The Hawail State Commission on the Status of Women, Planned
Parenthood Votes Northwest and Hawaii, BAmerican Association of
University Women, LGBT Caucus of the Democratic Party of Hawaii,
Hawail Public Health Association, Hawaii Women's Coalition, and
Hawaii State Democratic Women's Caucus testified in support of
this measure. The Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs and
Hawali Medical Service Association testified in support of the
intent of this measure. The Department of Budget and Finance,
Hawaii Employer-Union Health Benefits Trust Fund, and Department
of Human Services provided comments on this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by making technical,
nonsubstantive amendments for clarity, consistency, and stvle.
