begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to promote students' physical
health and well-being by:

(1) Requiring:

(A) Beginning with the 2017-2018 school year, every
child entering seventh grade to present written
- documentation from a licensed physician, physician
assistant, or advanced practice registered nurse
showing completion of a physical examination
performed within 12 months before the date of
school attendance;

(B) The Department of Health to contact, no later than
the end of the seventh-grade school year, the
parents or guardians of students who have not yet
obtained the required physical examination,
including, subject to the availability of funds,
follow-up consultations about a healthy lifestyle,
preventative health care, and health insurance; and
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(C) The Department of Education to electronically
provide a list of students attending the seventh
grade who have not yet submitted appropriate
documentation of completion of a physical
examination and who need follow-up contact; and

(2) Appropriating funds for the Department of Health to
effectuate the purposes of this measure.

The Department of Health, John A. Burns School of Medicine of
the University of Hawaii at Manoa, Hawaii Public Health Institute,
American Academy of Pediatrics, Hawaii Primary Care Association,
Hawail Pacific Health, and numerous concerned individuals

testified in support of this measure. The Department of Education
provided comments. '
