Your Committee on Human Services, to which was referred S.B.
No. 2396, S.D. 2, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO LONG-TERM CARE FACILITIES,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to preserve access to health
care for Medicaid recipients by:

(1) Providing an inflationary adjustment to the long-term
care reimbursement methodology used to reimburse
facilities for Medicaid recipients; and

(2) Appropriating funds for the inflationary adjustment.

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Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to take effect upon its approval.

Should your Committee on Finance deliberate on this measure
further, your Committee on Human Services respectfully requests
that it consider inserting $1,900,000 for the purpose of providing
a cost increase to long-term care facilities’ provider-specific
prospective payment rates.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
2396, S.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 2396, S.D.
2, H.D. 1, and be referred to your Committee on Finance.
