The purpose of this measure is to address operations of the
State's correctional system by:

(1} Repealing statutory restrictions that prohibit Hawail
Correctional Industries, the state inmate labor program,
from participating in open-market sales of goods and
services and amending operaticnal provisions to permit
Hawail Correctional Industries to conduct free-market
cperations and enterprises; and

{(2) Requiring and funding a feasibility study by the
Department of Business, Economic Development, and
Tourism on the establishment of an employment and
entrepreneurial training and mentoring program to
facilitate successful inmate reentry and reduce
recidivism through workforce preparedness.
