The purpose of this measure is to clarify the Department of
Human Services' (Department) statutory duty to seek an order for
immediate protection:

(1) Where the Department believes that a vulnerable adult
has incurred abuse or is in danger of abuse if immediate
action is not taken; or

(2) Where there is probable cause to believe that the
vulnerable adult lacks the capacity to make such
decisions.

Specifically, this measure specifies that the Department may
exercise its discretion in determining whether the provision of an
order for immediate protection is necessary.

The Department supported this measure.

Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
2873 and recommends that it pass Second Reading and be referred to
your Committee on Judiciary.
