 HB 2007, H.D.2 establishes a Lean Government Advisory Board within the 

Department of Human Resources Development (DHRD) for administrative purposes, 

and requires the Board to make recommendations for improving state government 

efficiency.    

 DHRD appreciates the intent of HB 2007, H.D.2, provided that any appropriation 

made to support the Lean Government Advisory Board does not supplant Executive 

Branch budget priorities, such as additional funding for workers’ compensation claims.  

DHRD is statutorily mandated to administer the State’s self-insured workers’ 

compensation program.

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RELATING TO GOVERNMENT OPERATIONS 
 
 House Bill No. 2007, H.D. 2, adds a new part to Chapter 27, Hawaii Revised 

Statutes, to establish a lean government advisory board to make recommendations for 

improving State government efficiency.  The advisory board would consist of the 

Director of each principal department as enumerated in Section 26-4, Hawaii Revised 

Statutes, and a member (who is familiar with lean principles) appointed by the 

Governor, and would be placed administratively within the Department of Human 

Resources Development.    

 The Department of Budget and Finance supports the general intent of improving 

government efficiency and effectiveness; however, we do not believe it necessary to 

codify the establishment of an advisory board for that purpose. 

 If a lean government advisory board is statutorily established, it should be noted 

that successful implementation will take time and more than likely require additional 

resources to plan and implement. 
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
