Chair Ito, Vice Chair Tokioka and Members of the House Committee on Veterans, Military, 
& International Affairs & Culture and the Arts: 
 
I am Brigadier General Arthur J. Logan, State Adjutant General and the Director of the Hawaii 
Emergency Management Agency.  I am testifying in SUPPORT of House Bill 564. 
 
This measure will appropriate funds for the planning of programs and ceremonies 
commemorating the 50th anniversary of the Vietnam War.  The celebration will be a multi-year 
running with events occurring from 2015 through 2017.
