Health Benefit Trust costs for public employees represented by the Hawaii

Government Employees’ Association belonging to Bargaining Unit 5 (teachers) and

their excluded counterparts for Fiscal Biennium 2015-17.

Although this unit currently has a contract in place through June 30, 2017, the

Department of Budget and Finance supports moving these measures, or a similar

one, as negotiations regarding re-opener provisions in the contract are currently in

progress and a vehicle bill will be necessary should an agreement be reached prior to

the end of the legislative session. It is noted that Senate Bill No. 1080 is an

Administration measure.
