- ABILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO STATE BONDS.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. Declaration of findings with respect to the
general obligation bonds authorized by this Act. Pursuant to
the clause in Article VII, Section 13, of the State
Constitution, which states: "Effective July 1, 1980, the
legislature shall include a declaratioﬁ of findings in evéry
general law authorizing the issuance of general obligation bonds
that the total amount of principal and interest, estimated for

such bonds and for all bonds authorized and unissued and

calculated for all bondé”iééuéagaﬁa”dﬁfgféﬁaiﬁ§7hﬁi11“ﬁ6t cause
the debt limit to be exceeded at the time of issuance", the
legislature finds and declares as follows:
(1) Limitation on general obligation debt. The debt limit
of the State is set forth in Article VII, Section 13,
of the State Constitution, which states in part:
"General obligation bonds may be issued by the State;
provided that such bonds at the time of issuance would
not cause the total amount of principal and interest

payable in the current or any future fiscal year,

whichever is higher, on such bonds and on all
outstanding general obligation bonds to exceed: a sum
equal to twenty per cent of the average of the general
fund revenues of the State in the three fiscal years
immediately preceding such issuance until June 30,
1982; and thereafter, a sum equal to eighteen and one-
haif per cent of the average of the general fund
revenues of the State in the three fiscal years
immediately preceding such issuance." Article VII,
Section 13, of the State Constitution also provides
that in determining the power of the State to issue
general obligation bonds, certain bonds are
excludable, including Areimbursable general obligation
bonds issued for a public undertaking, improvement or
system but only to the extent that reimbursements to
the general fund are in fact made from the net
revenue, oOr net user tax receipts, or combination of
both, as determined for the immediately preceding
fiscal year" and bonds constituting instruments of
indebtedness under which the State incurs a contingent

liability as a guarantor, but only to the extent the

Sufficiency of proposed general obligation bond
issuance to meet the requirements of authorized and
unissued bonds, as adjusted, and bonds authorized by
this Act. From the schedule reported in paragraph
(5), the total amount of general obligation bonds that
the State proposes to issue during the fiscal years
2016-2017 to 2019-2020 is $3,125,000,000. An
additional $800,000,000 is proposed to be issued in
fiscal year 2020-2021.
