BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. Section 103F-401.5, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is

amended to read as follows:

“S1O3F-401.5 Proposals and

(b) Notwithstanding the requirements in subsection (a),

applicants who submit proposals to operate a child care program

or group living facilities are not required to obtain the

following licenses prior to their proposals being accepted:

(1) A license under section 346-161 to operate a group

child care home, or group child care center; or

(2) A license under chapter 321 to operate an adult

Exempts
applicants who submit proposals to operate a child care program
or group living facility from having to obtain licenses to
operate under section 346-161 and chapter 321, Hawaii Revised
Statutes, prior to their proposal being accepted.
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
