WHEREAS, PAAC has brought global education to more than
88,000 high school students statewide since 1954 with over 1,600
of these in the 2015-2016 school year, and also invests in
Hawaii'’s teachers by providing workshops and travel
opportunities, thus enabling them to enrich their course

WHEREAS, in its 63rd year, PAAC’'s vision is for the people
of Hawaii to be engaged global citizens with the ability to
initiate positive change for themselves, their communities, and
the world, and to this end, PAAC endeavors to continue the
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expansion of its mission of international education for all of
Hawaii's people; now, therefore,
