"The purpose of this measure is to allow for procedural
flexibility in the administrative review process for decisions
related to claims for temporary disability insurance by:

(1) Authorizing the filing of an appeal at any Department of
Labor and Industrial Relations office, statewide;

(2) Authorizing service of notice of hearing of an appeal
within a specified timeframe through first class mail or
electronic notice, or as a last resort, by posting on
the Department's website;

(3) Providing for the conduct of hearings in any county
statewide and for participation in person or through
communications technology; and

(4) Authorizing the issuance of a decision in the event of
default by a party.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Labor and Industrial Relatiomns.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to
encourage further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
H.B. No. 1112, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 1112, H.D.
1, and be referred to your Committee on Finance.
