"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO WORKERS' COMPENSATION
PRESCRIPTION DRUG REIMBURSEMENT, "

The purpose of this measure is to bring Hawaii closer to the
rest of the nation in terms of its dispensing policies and
reimbursement rates for prescription drugs and compounds in the
workers' compensation system by:

(1) Amending the reimbursement rate; and

(2) Restricting the provision of physician-dispensed
prescription drugs following injury.

The Chamber of Commerce Hawaii; Hawaiian Electric Co. Inc.
and its subsidiaries Maui Electric Company, LTD. and Hawaii
Electric Light Company, Inc.; National Association of Mutual
Insurance Companies; Property Casualty Insurers Association of
America; and Hawaii Insurers Council testified in support of this
measure.
