“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE ISSUANCE OF SPECIAL
PURPOSE REVENUE BONDS TO ASSIST MAUIGROWN COFFEE, INC,”

The purpose of this measure is to support Hawaii’s world-
renowned coffee industry and the development of diversified
agriculture on former sugar cane lands by authorizing the
Department of Budget and Finance to issue special purpose revenue
bonds in an amount not to exceed $13,000,000 to assist MauiGrown
Coffee, Inc., with the expanded operation of its coffee farm and
mill in Puukolii, Maui.

County Farm Bureau, International Longshore and Warehouse Union
Local 142, Alexander and Baldwin, Inc., Go Maui, Inc., Hawaii
Coffee Company, Akamai Coffee Co., Hawaii Coffee Association,
Hawaii Farm Bureau, and many concerned individuals supported this
measure.
