The purpose of this measure is to reaffirm the Legislature's
finding that the implementation of the Department of Agriculture's
Biosecurity Program is vital to the State. Specifically, this
measure:

(1) Clarifies the Department of Agriculture's authority to
expend funds from multiple sources for the Biosecurity
Program;

(2) Requires the Department of Agriculture to establish
parameters and construction requirements for biosecurity
facilities; and

(3) Appropriates funds to enable the Department of
Agriculture to complete the implementation of the
Biosecurity Program to include import replacement and
pest management programs.

The Nature Conservancy, Maui County Farm Bureau, Hawaii
Farmers and Ranchers United, Hawaii Agriculture Research Center,
Friends of Clift Tsuji, Hawaii Floriculture and Nursery
Association, Hawaii Farm Bureau, Local Food Coalition, and several
concerned individuals supported this measure.
