“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO CANPAIGN CONTRIBUTIONS AND

The purpose of this measure is to clarify the law relating to
campaign contributions and expenditures by specifying that certain
types of dissemination, distribution, republication, and use of
campaign materials or the financing of those campaign materials by
any person shall not be considered a contribution to a candidate.

The Campaign Spending Commission and an individual testified
in support of the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
effective date to July 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
279, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second Reading
in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 279, H.D. 1, and be placed
on the calendar for Third Reading.
