The Campaign Spending Commission, Common Cause Hawaii, and an
individual testified in support of the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to July 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.

281, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second Reading
in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 281, H.D. 1, and be placed
on the calendar for Third Reading.
