(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2090, to
encourage further discussion; and
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(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Health and Intrastate Commerce that are attached to
this report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 374, as amended herein, and recommend that it
