The purpose of this measure is to ensure that workers'
compensation coverage is provided to employees of construction
contractors by requiring:

(1) County building permit applicants and their
subcontractors to have and verify workers' compensation
coverage, acceptable self-insurance, or an exemption
from coverage; and

(2) Coordinated communication between county building
permitting agencies and the Director of Labor and
Industrial Relations to ensure compliance.

Hawaii Construction Alliance, Pacific Resource Partnership,
and one concerned individual supported this measure. The
Department of Labor and Industrial Relations supported the intent
of this measure. Subcontractors Association of Hawaii and General
Contractors Association of Hawaii provided comments.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2050, to
encourage further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
H.B. No. 377, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 377, H.D.
