The purpose of this measure is to enable the Department of
Land and Natural Resources (Department) to create a public
awareness campaign on hiker safety and preparedness by
appropriating funds to the Department for this purpose.

Two concerned individuals supported this measure. The
Department of Land and Natural Resources provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the source of funding for the appropriation
from the general fund to the Natural Area Reserve Fund;
and

(2) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2050, to
encourage further discussion.

Committee on Water & Land that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
479, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second Reading
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in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 479, H.D. 1, and be
referred to your Committee on Finance.
