(1) Removing provisions that established a limited time
period in which the Credit may be claimed; and

(2) Including the costs of clearing, removing trees and
debris from, and soil restoration of former sugar or

pineapple plantation land that has been unused for at

least five years as a qualifying cost to claim the
Credit.
