The purpose of this measure is to appropriate funds for
fiscal biennium 2017-2019 for collective bargaining cost items,
salary increases, and other cost adjustments for public employees
in collective bargaining unit (2) and for their excluded
counterparts.

Hawaii Health Systems Corporation; Hawaii Government Employees
Association, AFSCME Local 152, AFL-CIO; and one concerned
individual supported this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Appropriating unspecified amounts for collective
bargaining cost items, salary increases, and other cost
adjustments for Judiciary employees in collective
bargaining unit (2) and their excluded counterparts; and

(2) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to
facilitate further discussion.
