Your Committee on Agriculture, to which was referred H.B. No.
778 entitled:

"A BTLL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO AGRICULTURE,"
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this short form measure is to amend laws
relating to agriculture.

H.B. No. 778 was introduced as a short form bill, which is
sometimes referred to as a "vehicle" bill primarily used to
introduce a bill containing only a general idea as to the purpose
of the bill without specific details in long form.

Your Committee has amended the bill to provide the
substantive contents of the bill in long form so that a public
hearing may be properly held on its substantive contents.

More specifically, your Committee has amended this measure by
adding provisions that authorize multiple dwelling units on
privately owned lands, within agricultural districts, having soils
classified by the Land Study Bureau's detailed land classification
as overall (master) productivity rating class C, D, or E, in
proportion to acreage, with an upper limit of five dwelling units
on agricultural lots larger than ten acres, and specifying that
this authorization shall not be subject to regulation by a county.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Agriculture that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the action to report out H.B. No. 778,
as amended herein, and recommends that it be recommitted to the
Committee on Agriculture, for the purpose of holding a public
hearing thereon, in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 778, H.D.
1.
