The purpose of this measure is to assist small business in
the state procurement process by establishing and appropriating
funds for a temporary small business assistance initiative, which
would include the completion of the state small business database,
small business advisory group, small business office, and small
business assistance coordinator position within the State
Procurement Office.

The State Procurement Office, State Office of Veterans
Services, Small Business Regulatory Review Board, Oahu Economic
Development Board, Pelatron Center for Economic Development, The
Chamber of Commerce Hawaii, AMEL Technologies, Inc., and two
individuals testified in support. The Native Hawaiian Chamber of
Commerce provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Establishing a permanent rather than temporary small
business assistance initiative; and
