Your Committee has amended this measure by:
(1) Changing the civil penalty amount for each violation and
aggregate amount for all violations to unspecified

amounts; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose
