Your Committee on Judiciary, to which was referred S.B. No.
572, S.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO INFORMATION PRACTICES,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to authorize the Office of
Information Practices, rather than each state or county agency, to
adopt administrative rules regarding protection of agency records
subject to disclosure and other rules necessary for administration
of the Uniform Information Practices Act.

The Department of Public Safety, Office of Information
Practices, Animal Rights Hawaii, and an individual testified in
support of this measure. The Society of Professional Journalists
Hawaii Chapter opposed this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to July 1, 2050, to facilitate further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
572, S.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
