The purpose of this measure is to increase funding to provide
for a quality public education for the children of Hawaii by
proposing amendments to the Hawaii State Constitution that would
allow the Legislature to establish a surcharge on residential
investment property and visitor accommodations.

The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board, Hawaii State Teachers
Association, IMUAlliance, Hui for Excellence in Education, Parents
for Public Schools of Hawaii, Democratic Party of Hawaii,
Progressive Democrats of Hawaii, Americans for Democratic Action,
Hawaii Association of School Psychologists, Hawaii Children's
Action Network, Hawaii Island School Garden Network, and numerous
individuals testified in support of this measure. The County of
