Your Committee on Labor & Public Employment, to which was
referred S.B. No. 984 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO WORKERS’ COMPENSATION
PHYSICIAN,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to amend the definition of
“physician” under the Workers’ Compensation Law to include
advanced practice registered nurses.

The Department of Labor and Industrial Relations, Board of
Nursing, Hawaii State Center for Nursing, Hawaii Pacific Health,
International Longshore and Warehouse Union Local 142, American
Organization of Nurse Executives Hawaii, and numerous individuals
testified in support of this measure. The American Osteopathic
Association, Hawaii Association of Osteopathic Physicians and
Surgeons, and one individual testified in opposition.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to July 1, 2050, to facilitate further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
S.B. No. 984, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
