The purpose of this measure is to request:

(1) The Office of Hawaiian Affairs to convene a study group
to recommend to the Legislature an appropriate means to
honor Robert William Kalanihiapo Wilcox, Hawaii’s first
elected delegate to the United States Congress; and

(2) The study group to submit a report of its
recommendations, including proposed legislation, to the
Legislature prior to the Regular Session of 2018.

The Office of Hawaiian Affairs, Ho’omana Pono, LLC, and
several individuals testified in support of this measure. The
Center for Hawaiian Sovereignty Studies opposed this measure.
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As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Ocean, Marine Resources, & Hawaiian Affairs and
Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, & Culture and the
Arts that are attached to this report, your Committees concur with
the intent and purpose of S.C.R. No. 150, S.D. 1, and recommend
that it be referred to your Committee on Finance.
