The purpose of this measure is to request the Governor to
issue a proclamation to designate June 1, 2018, to June 1, 2019,
as the Year of the Hawaiian.

Ho‘omana Pono, LLC., and several individuals testified in
support of this measure. The Center for Hawaiian Sovereignty
Studies testified in opposition to this measure.

Your Committees note that there were concerns raised in the
written testimony and at the public hearing that certain groups of
Hawaiians might feel excluded by the language of this measure.
Accordingly, your Committee has amended this measure by:
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(1) Using broader language to embrace a greater number of
Hawaiians; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for purposes
of style and clarity.

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Ocean, Marine Resources, & Hawaiian Affairs and
Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, & Culture and the
Arts that are attached to this report, your Committees concur with
the intent and purpose of S.C.R. No. 153, S.D. 1, as amended
herein, and recommend that it be referred to your Committee on
Finance, in the form attached hereto as S.C.R. No. 153, S8.D. 1,
H.D. 1.
