Requires the respective
Mayor to provide timely collective bargaining negotiation updates to
the applicable county council.

Status Establishes the right for a representative of each county council to be

present as a non-voting participant in negotiations with bargaining

units if the relevant county has employees in the particular bargaining

unit. Requires the mayor or mayor's representative to provide timely

updates relating to bargaining unit negotiations to the county councils.

Amends the number of votes allotted to the Governor for collective

bargaining negotiations with units (11) and (12).
